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Student Voice has two main functions, reflected in two contexts for Student Voice feedback.

Generic: early in the implementation of the program, Student Voice Generic has the context of the experience that students have broadly in classrooms throughout the school. This survey provides a strategic view, particularly for senior school leadership, of both the relative importance and the rating of thirty different elements of quality instructional practice. The report generated also provides a baseline for future school-level Student Voice surveys and for individual feedback to teachers.

Individual: at an appropriate point relative to the coaching development of senior school leadership, students will engage in providing feedback to particular teaching staff. The questions used are the same thirty used in the Student Voice Generic, with the context of the feedback being the experience students have with individual teachers. This feedback is used safely and strategically as an input into the coaching process.

The functionality is served on a remote secure server at the address www.gr8feedback.com (student survey entry) and www.gr8feedback.com/staff (staff feedback viewing).

Required School Data Sets

For Group8 to provide individual access to students (to complete surveys only) and teachers (for creating class-level surveys and to view results) two files are required from each participating school. 

These files are required for both Student Voice Generic and Student Voice Individual, though the student file may need to be updated if a significant time period between the two Student Voice modules has elapsed.

In creating and submitting files to Group 8, please consider the following:

· Files should be saved in comma separated (CSV) or tab delimited (TAB) formats. Excel files are also acceptable.

· File Naming Conventions: it would be very helpful to name your files indicating both the school initials and the content. EG, ENPSStudent.csv
